Her message was one of petition to pray 
(especially the Rosary) and sacrifice for peace in the world, for 
the salvation of poor sinners, and in reparation for the outrages 
and offences committed against the Hearts of Jesus and Mary--a 
message that is as pertinent today as it was 100 years ago, if not 
even more so.
